Summer Reading Assignment

Grades 9 – 12
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Every student attending Moon Area High School is required to choose one book from the appropriate grade level list to read over summer vacation.  Each list has a variety of texts including nonfiction, mystery, classics and as well as modern YA (Young Adult) fiction.  After reading the selected piece of literature, you will be assessed in two ways.

· Over the summer you will be asked to devise an advertisement and review of the book you have selected.  This activity is worth 25 points and is due on the day you return to school after summer break.  Directions are included on this sheet.

· You will be given a short essay test or speech on your book on one of the first days back after summer break.  Each individual teacher will determine the date for this assessment, but for all it will be within the first 5 days.  This will also be worth 25 points.

We believe that reading not only strengthens your skills but also acts as a window into our world, and time spent reading in the summer is of great value.  We hope you will select a book wisely.  Check the annotated list – find the book for you!

Advertisement and Review Assignment
· Using a sheet of 8x11 paper backed by a piece of construction paper or other heavier paper, design an informational sheet that will both review and summarize the novel you chose to read for the summer.
· Summary:  This should be between 4 and 6 hearty sentences.  You should be careful not to tell the ending to the novel, but entice the reader to want to know more.

· Review:  You should give the novel a star rating (1 star being the lowest; two stars being the highest).  You should have 3 to 5 specific reasons for the rating of the book.

· Embellish your work in an appropriate manner.  You may use your own art skills, glitter, stickers, computer graphics, etc. to highlight the literature you have read.  The goal here is to make it attractive and eye catching while highlighting character, themes, plots, etc. of the novel.  Be creative and have fun!

· Include the title and author of the book on the front of the card.

· Include your name on the front of the card.

These cards will be used to help students choose summer reading selections in the future!
